The intent of the Community Service Program is to make Apponequet students aware of the needs of the Freetown/Lakeville communities and to respond with service that broadens a student’s perspective and provides a needed resource to enhance the quality of life for members of the community.  Grades 10, 11 and 12 students may elect to perform fifty-two clock hours of Community Service for two credits as part of their graduation requirements.  No more than four credits can be applied toward graduation requirements, and credits cannot be used to replace courses required for graduation.
