           5 credits
The Concert Band provides students with the opportunity to develop musicianship and to study band repertoire of various styles and periods.  Emphasis is placed on the development of musical understanding through performance.  The Band performs at school concerts, community events, music festivals and competitions.  The Band also performs at home football games during the fall, and at several parades during the school year.  Band students  have the opportunity to audition for the Massachusetts District and All-State Festivals and Southeastern Massachusetts School Bandmasters Association Festivals.

PREREQUISITE:  The equivalent of at least two years of Instrumental Music instruction are required in order to join the Band
#912 – CHOIR

Offered to grades 9-12

                         5 credits
The High School Choir is open to all students who display a basic understanding of the fundamentals of music, and who have expressed the interest and have the ability to sing in multi-part music on an advanced level.  Students are exposed to a repertoire featuring a variety of choral styles.  Selected works from this repertoire are presented in concert.  Each year students have the opportunity to audition for the Massachusetts Southeast District and All-State Festivals, and Southeastern Massachusetts School Bandmasters Association Festivals.  In all the varied activities of the choir the accent is on the development of musical understanding through performance.

#989 - MUSIC THEORY I & II

Offered to grades 9-12       SEMESTER COURSE
         2.5 credits
Music Theory I provides students with an understanding of the elements and structure of music, focusing on concepts of melody and harmony.  Course material will be reinforced by practical examples in various styles of music.  

Music Theory II is an extension of concepts learned in Music Theory I.  Students learn more complex listening skills, keyboard harmony, and student projects demonstrate an advanced level of musical understanding.

#917 – FROM BACH TO ROCK:

             A SURVEY OF MUSICAL STYLES   

Offered to grades 9-12       SEMESTER COURSE          2.5 credits
In this course, students will explore “popular” and “serious” music from many different time periods.  Students will learn similarities and differences among styles of music, as well as historical and cultural factors that affect music.  Students in this course will gain an understanding of the rich musical heritage that brought us classical, jazz, and rock music.

#919 - JAZZ IMPROVISATION

Offered to grades 11-12 
SEMESTER COURSE      2.5 credits
This course provides intermediate to advanced musicians an opportunity to experience the creative process in the genre of jazz performance.  The course will cover: basic jazz theory; melodic, rhythmic, and harmonic analysis and ear training.  

NO  JAZZ  EXPERIENCE  IS  REQUIRED.
PREREQUISITE:  The course is open to musicians who play wind instruments, guitar, bass, or piano
#920 – GUITAR I & II

Offered to grades 9-12        SEMESTER COURSE         2.5 credits
Guitar I is open to guitar players of all abilities.  Students will learn principles of music reading, music theory and ear training as they apply to guitar playing.  Guitar is also open to bass players.  

GUITAR II PREREQUISITE:  Approval of instructor
#996 - MUSIC TECHNOLOGY

       UNLEVELED

Offered to grades 9-12        SEMESTER COURSE         2.5 credits
This course familiarizes students with hardware and software applications available to musicians.  Topics include:  MIDI fundamentals, writing and editing sounds, recording and sequencing, Internet applications, creating and editing with music software.  Technology does not replace human creativity and insight, but it does help accomplish some tasks more efficiently. 
#997 - PIANO

This course is an introduction to the fundamentals of music reading and piano technique.  Piano is open to piano players of all abilities. Students will learn principles of music reading, music theory and ear training as they apply to piano playing.
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
